Seed Corn
Beetles
Reported
AMES — Reports of seed-corn

beetles attacking unsprouted
corn from Harrison county in
western Iowa to Scott county
in the east have come in to
the entomology department at
Iowa State University, accord-
ing to Harold Gunderson, exten-
sion entomologist.

This has been true even in
fields treated with aldrm or
heptachlor or when seed was
treated with lindane or dieldrm,
Gunderson reports.

The species involved in all
the reports is one quarter-inch
long, slender, uniform reddish-
brown in color, and quite ac-
tive. These pests burrow in the
soil and eat into the seed, kill-
ing the germ.

Observations in 1967 in east-
ern Iowa showed that this bee-
tle didn't damage fields treated
with organophosphate insecti-
cides used for rootworm con-
trol. However, no chemical con-
trol can be applied after dam-
age has begun.

Gunderson advises farmers to
check their fields, and if re-
planting is necessary, the soon-
er the better. Seed corn planted
in warm, moist soil germinates
rapidly, and the seed-corn bee-
tle won't cause damage.

'Need More
Cropland
Diverted'
WASHINGTON (AP) — A

government look at general
cropland proposals indicates
about 40 percent more land
than is now diverted would
have to be removed from pro-
duction to balance supply with
demand at recent farm prices.

Administration efforts to get
a long-range extension with ex-
pansion of major farm pro-
grams beyond 1969 crops has
revived older schemes to meet
the agricultural problem by
using far less land and doing
away with allotments, quotas
and price supports.

An analysis by the Agri-

Slaughter lamb prices in Iowa
at the end of April were about
$3 a hundredweight higher than
a year earlier. According to an
Iowa State University econo-
mist, choice and prime grade
spring lambs in Interior Iowa
are averaging about $29.25 per
hundredweight.

"This higher price level —
$28 to $30 a hundred — is ex-
pected to continue into early
summer before declining sea-
sonally from the usual J u n e
peak to a low in late fall,"
said Al Rahn, extension econo
mist.

"Although lamb prices w i l l
probably stay above year-ago
levels throughout the remainder
of 1968, the increase over last
year will be somewhat smaller
than the current difference, due
to the sharp price increase in
early May a year ago," he
said.

Fed l a m b prices b e g a n
strengthening in Mid-January
and have generally gained since
then, the economist noted. A
sharp price boost in mid-Febru-
ary resulted in prices $5.50
above a year earlier, he said.

Sheep and lamb numbers con-
tinued to decline in the U.S.
in 1967. On January 1 of this
year, the inventory stood at 22.1
million head, down 7 per cent
from Jan. 1, 1967, Rahn noted.

with 81 per cent a year ago,
and the normal of 74 per cent.

Soybean planting is in f u l l
wing throughout the state, with
about 46 per cent of the ex-
pected acreage already planted.
This compares to 29 per cent
last year, and 31 per cent for
the normal. The central and
south-central districts are most
advanced in soybean planting.

Oats are in good to excellent
conditions in most areas, but
warmer weather is needed to
accelerate growth.

The condition of clover and
alfalfa meadows is mostly good
to excellent. First cutting is be-
ginning mostly in southern coun-
ties, but cool weather has
slowed the growth in many
areas.

that despite retirement of 50
million acres — about what is
currently diverted — or even
70 million acres, potential farm
production would be very large.

With freedom to choose
among crops, government an-
alysists concluded, very little
corn acreage would be retired,
and even the current yield
output would be 10 per cent
larger than the 1967 record
crop.

Other projections include
gram sorghum output about
equal to last year's, a drop in
oat and barley crops and with
over-all feed grain production
more highly concentrated in the
corn belt.

Soybean production would
exceed last year's billion -plus
bushels and a cotton crop more
than double that of 1967 could
be anticipated.

On the assumption that un-
restricted freedom of choice
would mean that on most re-
tired acres would be those earn-
ing the lowest returns per area
planted, the government pro-
jection shows large - scale re-
tirement of great plains land.

With a nationwide retirement
of 50 million acres, the an-
alysis indicates a wheat crop
of 1.2 billion bushels compared
to last year's production of 1 5
billion If 70 million acres were
removed, shrinkage of plains
states wheatlands would con-
tirbute to a crop decline of 900
million bushels.

The analysis estimates it
would cost the government
about $700 million yearly to
keep 50 million acres out of
production and $1.2 billion an-
nually to retire 70 million acres

Adjustments on such a scale
would take several years to ac-
complish the government noted
and while under way woulc
deparess prices of corn anc
cotton, but temporarily raise
wheat prices. Soybean outpu

stock sheep numbers indicates
that the 1968 lamb crop will
also be smaller than the 15 mil-
lion head raised in 1967," he
said.

billion bushels of corn next Oct.
1 despite increased domestic
use and exports before this
year's crop is harvested.
