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CHARLES CITY — “We're in the middle of a discussion on whether
to re:ornent and rebuild the entire downtown area,” remarked David
Archie, publisher of the Charles City Press.

Charles City was hammered with more complete devastation than
Oelwein and was left with 13 dead when the twin tornadoes struck
that city about the same time a vieious storm slashed away at ihe city
of Oelwein.

We are able to get an arerial view of the Charles City disaster area
and talk with Archie Tuesday afterncon. : o

‘“We're concerned about the downtown area right now,” contin-

wed Archie, “The fire marshal has already labeled all but a few,
buildings in one entire hlock as condemned.. Most of them are in the
area facing the city park.” Charles City officials are still searching
through ruins and might possibly find ‘more badies,

“One problem weTe facing right now is trying to get warnings
{o the residents of the community about speculators coming to town and
buying up lots. We've had warnings and we know that Belmond had
a ‘similar problem after -its storm,” commented Archie.

The Charles City storm was violent. The aerial view (se¢ the pie-
ture elsewhere on page 1) leaves no doubt about the path. It leveled
entire areas. For example, according to Archie, one new housing de-
velopment area was smashed. Only three of 180 homes in the area
were left standing. : S o )
~ ‘Many of the victims of the Charles City tornado were elderly. “The
storm hit an elderly housing area and many had no basements to get
t0.” Archie described one business establishment where the entire
working force was saved. They were unable Lo get to the basement and
were trapped in the stairwell. It proved to be the best place in the
bnilding when the walls collapsed all around the stairwell, *
= . .The hospital at Charles City just missed the violent storm. All of
the patients had beén taken to the basement after an early warning.
The city was without water and residents brought water to the hospital

to assist in medical problems. -
A baby was horn in the hospital there just 30 minutes after the

“storm hit.

“0f course there sre many stores,” says Archie, “But there seem-
ed to he two or more funnels finally join together and rip through
town.”
“We're faced with problems like Oelwein financing and a locs-
tion for businesses,” commented Archie. “I'm surc it will be three
menths or so before we're in good shape and know exactly where we
stand about rebuilding.” ' :

Again, Columbia

NEW YORK # — Police clear-
ed a barricaded building and ar-
rested 131 demonstrators without
incident at Celumbia University
carly today, but in the hour be-
fore dawn the troubled Ivy
League campus erupted again in
violence. o ’

When it Had subsided, 22 more
persons had been arrested and
about 60 -— including 10 police-
men — had been injured.

Columbia, a venerable, 214
year-olq institution atop Morning-
side Heights in upper Manhattan,

has 25,000 studenis, including
those in ‘its affiliated colleges
and schools.

Columbia TPresident Grayson

Kirk had summoned police 1o
“clear the area” after small fires
broke o¢iit in dormitories and
shouting students defied orders
to return to the dorms.

Al 4:25 am., a thousand police
rushed across the campus. They
were met headon by a wave of
students who answered a  call:
“To the barricades!”

A stone flew, striking a police-
man in the face. He bled pro-
fusely. Police surged info the
students, nightsticks flailing, and
blood was drawn en both sides.

The storm had begun building
late Tuesday, omne ‘monih after
several hundred = demonstrators
ted, among others, by the radical
Students for a Democralic Society
began a siege that eventually led
to temporary conirol of campus
buildings. .

The campus demonstration
which Legan April 23, grew out
of student oppesition to what the
SDS deseribed as the university’s
aid to the war effort, to a pro-
posed Columbia gymnasium in a
park separating the campus from
Harlem, and to university dis-
ciplinary procedures.

Work on the gym was sus-
pended.  The students then de-
manded amnesty from discipli-
nary procedures, refusing to
budge from the five buildings
they held — until, in- the pre-
